Textbooks are available for purchase two weeks before the start 
of each semester. The store carries as many used books as 
possible, which cost approximately 25 percent less than new 
books. 

Certain book titles are rented for the 
entire semester and are due back the 
week after finals week. The due date 
will also be stated o the receipt at the time of purchase. Book 
rentals prices are about 50% less than the new price of books. 
They can be treated as a normally purchased book (such as  
written in, highlighted in, etc.), but no wear or tear (such as water 
damage, spine damage, missing pages, etc.) can be done to the 
book. At the time of purchasing a rental, a credit card must be 
used simply to secure the rental. A student may pay for the book 
any way they desire once the rental is secured with the card. The 
reason we ask for a credit to secure it is because if books are not 
returned, a replacement fee will be charged to the card. The 
replacement fee is the full price of the book plus some interest.
