VOLUNTEER WORK

SCHEDULE: 

We will be departing from Philadelphia on Saturday and returning on Sunday 8 days later.  From roughly 7:30am to 2:30pm, Monday through Friday, we will be building simple, decent homes with the help of the homeowners utilizing material and funds that have been donated to Habitat for Humanity.  There are no skills necessary, just a positive and team oriented attitude! 

AMENITIES:

It is possible that we will be sleeping in a dorm room, on a church floor, or in a volunteer center, so a sleeping bag will be necessary.  We will be provided with a place to shower and a kitchen in which we may be making our own meals.  At the current time, we will be traveling to our Habitat for Humanity site destination by van; however, depending on our financial situation, we may travel to the location by plane. 

INSURANCE:

Holy Family University will pay the $15.00 program fee that is applied to supplemental accidental medical insurance.  This policy will pay the deductible of an individual's own insurance, as well as any costs exceeding her or his insurance limit, up to $250,000.00 (NOTE: you must have your own personal insurance).  Habitat for Humanity’s insurance covers all participants who have an accident while participating in group activities, including building on site and group-sponsored evening activities.  Coverage begins when a group checks in with their host affiliate and ends when they leave.  Note: participants are NOT covered if under the influence of drugs or alcohol.

FINANCIAL RESPONSIBILITY:

Holy Family University will cover as many of the trip-related costs as possible; however, fundraising will be necessary.  If selected for this trip, you will be responsible for helping to raise money to cover program costs, transportation, etc.  It is also recommended that each student bring at least $50.00 in spending money.
